TC CLADDING( TC SUNSHADE TERRACOTTA BAGUETTES ON ALUMINUM SUPPORT TUBE

PART 1 - GENERAL

1.1. 
Scope

1.1.1.
Furnish all terracotta baguettes, baguette support tube pieces, attachment brackets or clips, clip fasteners, baguette support framing and fasteners for attachment to building structure, and all other materials and labor necessary for complete baguette installations as indicated on project drawings and specified herein.

1.2. 
Guarantee

1.2.1.
Terracotta baguette and support hardware manufacturer shall guarantee for a period of five years from the date of purchase that the support fixtures and baguettes will be free of defects in materials and factory workmanship, and that defective materials will be repaired or replaced immediately, after proper notification.

1.2.2.
The installing contractor shall guarantee for a period of five years against faulty installation workmanship due to on-site errors.
1.3. 
Submittals

1.3.1.
Submit assembly instructions and shop drawings for review and approval prior to system order showing pertinent details for installation; layout plan and details, terracotta baguette profiles and sizes, alignments, attachments, supports, corner detail treatment, and adaptation of system to specific project.
1.4. 
Material Storage and Handling

1.4.1.
Store material in dry place, off the ground, where temperature will not exceed 90 degrees Fahrenheit.

1.4.2.
Handle material to prevent damage to finished surfaces. Do not install scratched or damaged components.

1.4.3.
Make necessary arrangements after installation to protect finished surfaces from damage caused by ensuing work.

PART 3 - EXECUTION

3.1.
Field Conditions

3.1.1.
Verify all applicable field dimensions and adjust as necessary to accommodate terracotta baguette and hardware installation.

3.1.2.
Examine knife plate or out-rigger sub-frame, curtain wall, and/or backing wall structure on which baguette supports will be installed. Confirm that sub-frame, curtain wall frame, and backing wall meet requirements and alignment tolerances of cast-in place concrete, plant-precast structural concrete, unit masonry assemblies, cold-formed metal framing, and/or wood framing and sheathing section/s of the specifications. Correct any conditions which are not constructed according to specification tolerance installation instructions and approved shop drawings furnished by support system manufacturer.

3.1.3.
Provide the Architect with a written notification of any deviations from manufacturer’s recommended installation tolerances and conditions when corrections are the responsibility of another installer and proceed with work only after unsatisfactory issues have been corrected.
3.2.
Installation (note: instructions for hardware different from what is being used on the project are to be removed)
3.2.1.
Install knife plate, out-rigger, or other support frame in accordance with fabricator’s or manufacturer’s instructions and approved shop drawings to specified installation tolerances. 

3.2.1.1. Baguettes Mounted with Internal Clip Angles without Support Tubing
A. Use an internal clip angle placed into each end of a baguette to mark the location for drilling attachment holes when baguettes do not have holes pre-drilled or when field cut pieces are employed. Drill attachment holes through the ends of the baguettes at the marked locations as required. Skip to step ‘B’ for baguettes with attachment holes already provided.

B. Set an internal clip angle in place at the end of the baguette. Align the slot in the angle with the drilled hole through the wall of the baguette at one end. Thread a carriage bolt through the slot of the internal clip angle and the hole through the baguette. Install a PTFE or rubber washer over the bolt end first and then an attachment clip angle. Next place a metal washer over the bolt end followed by a lock washer and twist a nut over the bolt end to finger tighten the attachment pieces in place. Adjust the bolted pieces over the slot through the attachment clip as necessary to square the clip up with the baguette edges and align it to the sub-frame where the assembly will be mounted and then firmly tighten the bolt nut into place taking care not to over-tighten it.
C. Repeat the installation of attachment pieces at the opposite end of the baguette.
D. Connect the attachment clips to the sub-frame that the baguette is to be mounted onto by fastening with bolts through the slots of the attachment clips and slots in the mounting frame or with self-drilling screws into the metal of the sub-framing.  

3.2.1.2.
Baguettes Mounted with Clip Angles Attached to Support Tubing
A. Thread a length of aluminum square support tubing through the center of the baguette. The length of the tube should match the length of the baguette. Use a piece of tube of sufficient length to match the baguette if a piece is short or cut the tube as necessary if the piece is longer than baguette.
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B. Mark the location for drilling attachment holes as shown on shop drawings when baguettes do not have holes pre-drilled or when field cut pieces are employed. Drill attachment holes through the ends of the baguettes at the marked locations as required. Skip to step ‘C’ for baguettes with attachment holes already provided.
C. Align the slot in an attachment clip angle with the drilled hole through the wall of the baguette at one end. Place a PTFE or rubber washer between the angle and the baguette with its hole aligned to the other holes. Set a metal washer over the threads of a self-drilling screw and drill the screw in place 
through the baguette hole into the square support tube at the inside of the baguette. Adjust the screwed together pieces over hole through the baguette as necessary to square the clip up with the baguette edges and align it to the sub-frame where the assembly will be mounted and then firmly tighten the screw into place taking care not to over-tighten it.

D. Repeat the installation of attachment pieces at the hole at the opposite end of the baguette.
E. Connect the attachment clips to the sub-frame that the baguette is to be mounted onto by fastening with bolts through the slots of the attachment clips and slots in the mounting frame or with self-drilling screws into the metal of the sub-framing.
3.2.1.3.
Baguettes Mounted on Support Tubing Attached to End Brackets

A. Thread aluminum square support tubing through center of the baguette. The length of tube should match the length of the baguette. Use piece of tube of sufficient length to match baguette if piece is short or cut tube as necessary if piece is longer than baguette.

B. Fit a piece of EPDM cushion between support tubing and inside core opening of baguette at each end to wedge tubing in place.
C. Place the channel shaped portion of an end bracket into the support tube end at each end of the baguette to prepare it to be secured to the building sub-frame where it is to be installed.
D. Connect the end brackets placed at each end of the baguette with bolts or self-drilling screws through the two attachment slots at each bracket to the sub-framing where the baguette is to be installed.

3.2.1.4.
Baguettes Supported by Interior Wall Brackets: not intended for exterior or overhead applications
A. Fit the spring blades of an end hook fixture into each end of the baguette. The fixtures should be pushed into the baguette until there is about a 1/8” to 3/16” space between the core opening of the baguette and the surface of the end hook closest to the opening. Adjust the position of the end hook to align the hook portion protruding out of the baguette core parallel to the end face of the baguette.

B. Attach an end hook receiver wall mount with two screws to the sub-framing or wall surface where each end of the baguette is to be installed according to the shop drawing layout for the project.
C. Slide the end hooks at the ends of the baguette into the receiver wall mount brackets to set the baguette in place.

3.2.2.
A single support rod is used for 50mm x 50mm profile baguettes. Some larger profiles require two support rods and associated larger brackets or clips for attachment. The project shop drawings will detail and provide installation instructions for specific hardware requirements for larger or custom profiles.
3.3.
Clean-up

3.3.1.
Clean all dirt and marks from terracotta baguettes using methods appropriate for terracotta clay material and per supplier’s recommendations.

3.3.2.
Touch-up chipped and scratched surfaces per supplier’s guidelines or remove and replace damaged baguettes as directed by the architect.
